Petitioner to the Board: 
a. Theresa Lahr Cancer Services Program ofNYS & SAY 
Ms. Lahr works with the Say Rural Health Network Inc. These are Non Profit 
Agencies and they are all over the State of New York. This particular project that 
I do for the Health Network is an outreach and recruiter for the Cancer Aid and 
Research Program. This program covers Ontario, Seneca, Wayne, Steuben, 
Schuyler and Yates counties. Last year we screened 497 men and women 
between the ages of 40-64. The eligibility for this program is being underinsured. 
It is not the folks that are on Medicaid. In every county throughout the state of 
New York we have this progran1. The screenings include, mammograms, clinical 
breast exams, PAP smears, and colorectal cancer, for men and women. The 
earlier cancer is detected the higher the survival rate. If anything is detected then 
treatment is also paid for. If there is any person not covered by insurance or 
underinsured they would be enrolled in the Medicare Cancer treatment program. 
We also cover biopsies, ulh'asounds and anything that is needed as far as 
diagnostics are needed. The funding for this program is CDC and the New York 
State Department of Health. For more information and to find a free cancer 
screening program nearby, call 1-866-442-2262. 



Shannon O'Connor on behalf of the Edith B. Ford Memorial Library presented 
the Board with the annual report which was presented to her board at their annual 
meeting in January. We thank you very much for you support and hope you will 
continue to support us. We are trying to get our outreach into to Romulus to 
make people aware of the programs that we offer. Our first big push has been in 
the schools. We have this past year, received a $14,000 grant for an after school, 
middle school book club program. Every other week we get approximately 15 
middle school students who are bused to the Library. We do books related to a 
theme and then do the activities related to the theme. This month we are focusing 
on science. We are going to have a paleontologist come in and speak to the 
children tomorrow. Next month we are going to have someone from USDA speak 
with them. Our activities at the libraries are way up and have had an increase of 
\0% in our circulation last year. 
People come in looking for ajob, applying on line. The Library is open 44 
hours a week and 3 nights a week. They partner with many organizations in 
Seneca County. They are hosting a free tax preparation service offered through 
Seneca County Work Free Development for low and middle income families, by 
appointment. Shannon provided the Board with the March Schedule of Events 
and asked that they please be distributed. 
Supervisor Kaiser reminded the Library Director that Willard residents were in 
The South Seneca School District and also profited from the services of the 
Library. Planning Vice Chairperson voiced his appreciation to the Library for 
their work.
