Pledge of Allegiance/Moment of Silence

Approval of the Nov. Minutes: Tom requested the addition of “respectfully submitted and name
of writer”. Bill made the motion to accept with addition. Motion seconded by Cindy. Motion
unanimously approved.

New Business
Subdivision Request

Ken Riemer has a division of property request. In March 2003, the Romulus ZBA granted a
variance for this property. Ken provided copies and distributed. Tom checked with the Town
attorney, zoning and with Harriett Haynes at the County regarding the 2003 variance. There is
no sunset clause on a variance in our zoning. Ken applied for variance as they were renting out
the cottage on a seasonal basis and they now wish to sell the cottage. Nothing has changed
since the approval in 2003. Variance granted and therefore grandfathered in, as there are no
statute of limitations.

Separate wells and septic? Yes. Ken will need to have it surveyed. Variance is conveyed with
the land. Shared driveway? Yes,it will be shared with 3 individuals. The neighbor and Ken have
an agreement regarding the shared driveway now. The neighbors have been contacted by Ken.
The original variance is still in effect and no new variance is needed. A letter will be composed
by Tom for Ken so that he has a record.

Tom made a motion that the current variance issued March 11, 2003 is still in effect and
that no new variance is required. Mary seconded the motion. Motion unanimously
approved.




Discussion on role of ZBA versus Planning Board. Discussion on process and direction to the
public. Ken recommends notification by letter to neighbors and signature so that thereis a
written record of notification. The 1,000 feet notification to neighbors could be reconsidered as it
is quite a distance. Board appreciates the feedback and Tom will convey information as
appropriate.

Election of Officers for 2017

Chairman: Bill made a motion that Tom Bouchard serve as Chairman. Motion seconded
by Cindy. Motion approved unanimously.

Vice Chair: Motion made by Cindy that Bill Karlsen serve as Vice Chairman. Motion
seconded by Tom. Motion approved unanimously.

Secretary: Motion made by Mary that Kate Sinicropi serve as Secretary. Motion seconded
by Bill. Motion approved unanimously.

Meeting schedule for the year 2017 July 31 is the first Monday so will do the meeting on the
10 of July. In August we have not scheduled a meeting and we will leave the first Monday in
August as an optional date. Sept. 4" is Labor Day and we will have the meeting on the 11" of
Sept. Tom will check on the Primary Election date. The meeting in November will be Nov. 13%,
due to elections. Cindy made the motion to accept the schedule with corrections. Bill
seconded the motion. Motion unanimously approved. Tom will email us the corrected
meeting dates.

Other New Business

Tom reported that Jake Martin is closing his dental office on Rte 96A and looking to turn the
office into a single residence. No action of the board is necessary as this is an allowable use in
this zoning district.

Tom provided information on training through Webinars from New York Dept. of State. New
York State Planning information was provided and they sent out a survey which will go to the
Town Board. Tom has received notification from the IDA that they will be the lead agency for the
Depot.

A Memorandum of Understanding with the County was received. It explains what we do not
have to send to the County Planning Board and what we do have to send to them.

Qld Business

Solar Reg Draft - Bill got Fayette’s draft Solar Regulation. New information from the Dept. of
State Webinar on Solar Energy Regulations provided by Kate. She will forward the PowerPoint
which is 88 pages long. It has good information which can be incorporated in our draft.

Discussion on concerns for firefighters needing to be in the draft.

Tony DelPlato explained that there was a training by and for fire fighters presented by Chad
Haviland, County Code Enforcement and Lodi Fireman. We can contact fire departments.

Solar Seneca is a new organization looking for small towns to develop a community solar power
that folks can buy into. Tony DelPlato is the contact for Solar Seneca. Solar Seneca is
requesting our support for the Solar Campaign.



Noise Ordinance —Tom’s changes are the highlighted ones. Discussion on the question of
enforcement. Bill explained the Interlaken noise ordinance sign for tractor trailers with jack
brake, like an air compressor. It is a very loud noise. Denise Giroux cut out an article from the
Syracuse paper, where a judge upheld the noise ordinance. The wording does not preclude
enforcement of it.

Questions asked about the winery organizations, like Cayuga Lake Wine Trail and if they have
any uniform recommendations regarding hours efc. Ken provided information that it is the
individual business owner’s decision as to the hours of music or event. Ken stated that requiring
the music to be inside, will create a hardship for the business owners. The example of a tent
with side flaps, would this qualify as inside? Ken’s rule was at 10:00pm the music ended.
Weddings you do not normally leave at 9:00pm, realistically. Tom clarified that once complaints
are received, then there is a violation of the noise ordinance. Tom thinks a mediation
component should be a part of it, as another option. The mediation component is a part of our
Farmland Protection Plan.

Discussion on differences in wineries and their activities as well as the developing breweries
and hard cider/hard liquor(distilleries) which would have to be included. We need to do an
informational hearing to get more information from the public. Our history of the economic loss
of Sampson and Willard created an opportunity for the Amish and the Wineries to develop other
businesses. We have to be careful as a Town, as wineries are a driving economic factor. At the
same time we represent residents and their concerns. We need to schedule an informational
hearing when people are around which is in the early spring or summer. Tom will research
Varick, Fayette and county noise ordinance. Cindy made a motion to submit the draft Noise
Ordinance to the town attorney for review. Mary seconded the motion. Motion approved
unanimously.

Hamlet/Residential — on hold.

Town Map Update — Tom just received today. When we get the hamlet boundaries he can have
them put on the map.

Planning Board Office — We have a desk, thanks to Tom. We will get a bulletin board, a file
cabinet, and chairs. The maps are in Dave Kaiser’s office.

Zombie Properties - On Dec. 20™ the zombie properties will go back on the vender, not on the
towns. The list has been sent by Ann Morgan, Town Assessor, according to Dave Kaiser,
Supervisor.

Complaint Form — Discussion followed review. Mary made the motion to adopt the form
contingent upon attorney approval. Bill seconded the motion. Motion approved

unanimously.

Comprehensive Plan — in process.
Lynn Doyle, guest, offered information on a sample ordinance for solar development.

Motion to adjourn made by Cindy. Motion seconded by Mary. Motion approved unanimously.
